an effective “men’s support group” where men
can safely be in the company of other men, ap-

Interestingly enough, researchers state that the next
generation to come of age, the Millennial Generation, is
looking for these things:

I\ As we head into the fall, |

will be sending out the
dues notices for 2008. The dues will go up another $4
for a total of $69, and hopefully this will be the last in-
crease we will need for a while. The Lodge did not raise
dues for many years, but during those years we had
twice the membership we have today, and in the years
where membership was growing, Compass Lodge, like
many other lodges, had a significant income from rais-
ing fees. When membership and raisings declined, the
Lodge met expenses more frequently from its invest-
ments.

In 2003, the Lodge determined that it was time to
raise dues. The Lodge voted to amend the Bylaws, and
as a result two things happened. First, dues were to
increase by $4 per year for the years 2004-2008. Sec-
ondly, the Trustees were charged with managing the
finances of the Lodge. Specifically, they are to oversee
the Lodges investments, approve the yearly budget,
monitor expenses, and, after 2008, make a yearly deter-
mination if Lodge dues need to be raised. The Trustees
have been working hard to keep Lodge expenses in
line. The goal is to pay all normal operating expenses
from dues, and to support our charitable endeavors from
investment income. It should be noted that of the $69
dues that are assessed, $29 goes to Grand Lodge (the
annual per capita, payable in January), and the balance,
$30 per member, goes to support the Lodge.

When you receive your dues statement, please re-
view BOTH sides. On the front, please verify that your
mailing address is correct, and make any necessary
corrections. This ensures that you will receive all of the
Lodge mailings. Most mailings (including the dues
statement this year) are sent out bulk rate. This saves a
considerable amount in postage, but we have to pay

On the front are two opportunities to practice Ma-
sonic charity. The first is the MSA Blue Envelope. As
the Grand Master explains on the inside flap of the blue
return envelope, this contribution supports the Masonic
Service Association Veterans Hospital Visitation Pro-
gram. With our troops fighting oversees, this is a vital
and timely effort. If you wish to contribute, you can write
a separate check (payable to MSA), or include it in your
dues payment and the Lodge will cut a check to the
MSA.

The second opportunity is for Brotherly Relief. This
is for dues relief for Brothers of Compass Lodge who
have difficulty paying their Lodge dues. It has been
used for Brothers who, due to temporary setbacks, can-
not afford their dues, and it has been used for older
Brothers living on a fixed income that can no longer af-
ford their dues. This past year, this fund kept several
Brothers on the rolls that normally would have been
dropped for nonpayment of dues. All were over eighty
and had been Masons for over fifty years. We have had
a few instances where Brothers who received dues re-
lief from this fund later made generous contributions
themselves when they got back on their feet. The
Brotherly Relief fund is managed by your Master and
Secretary, and is confidential.
