Ld Greetings Brothers,
j Every time | hear the ques-
tion “How do Masons

meet?” | smirk and think to myself: “in private, and
pretty much only with each other.” You and I, of course,
know that this is not the answer to the question. The
answer is a part of a series of wonderful questions and
answers encompassing the beauty, strength, and wis-
dom of our society of friends and brothers. The problem
is that there are too few people who know this.

Masons tend to be very busy men, always something
on the calendar, a couple of projects cooking, four big
events coming up. This is wonderful. Masons are fan-
tastic people, full of integrity, honor, honesty, altruistic,
trusting and trustworthy. | can only dream of a world in
which all men behave as Freemasons. | certainly

wouldn’t have to watch my kids as closely at the mall...

The problem, as | see it, is this: Masons who are
doing things with their spare time tend to do only things
that are related to Masonry. We split our time evenly
between the Lodge, the York Rite/Scottish Rite, Order of
the Eastern Star, the Shrine, et cetera. Where does this
leave time for us to exhibit excellent character in the
presence of those who need to see examples of good
men? It doesn’t. We show ourselves to each other.

See where I'm going with this? The number of peo-
ple who know a Mason is shrinking. The number of Ma-
sons is shrinking. Part of the problem is that there are
few of us who are active outside the circle. We don't get
active in things outside of Masonic functions, or the
functions of Appendant bodies of Masonry. It's a prob-
lem which is to be expected in a movement which is
shrinking, but wants to maintain all its previous infra-
structure. There are only so many volunteers to do the
work that needs doing, and the talent pool gets shal-
lower and shallower. As long as we continue to insulate
the individuals inside the circle from the world outside
the circle, we’ll only get people who are our neighbors,
our co-workers, or our family members, interested in
Freemasonry.

“What's that?” you say, “we do lots of stuff for the
community.” Yes, we do. And we must continue to do
things—off the top of my head, | can list KidsID, scholar-
ships, the HomeFree Christmas party, and a few
more—of this kind of community outreach activity. But
this is a brief glimpse at a Mason, a 20 minute (if that...)
interaction with a good man. We need to push our-
selves as individuals to become involved in things, in-
volve ourselves with other things, allow ourselves to be
recognized as men of great character by people who toll
alongside us in projects outside of Masonry.

Think back, of a time you were inspired to become
part of something larger than yourself by a great sales
pitch and brief exposure to a good example. All the ex-
amples | can recall involve membership fees and a mini-
mum purchase. Now think of a time you wanted to be-
come part of something that seemed special and ex-
traordinary, because you knew someone, a really great
someone, who was part of it and you had seen what it
had done for them.

The better people know us, the stronger and more
convincing our movement becomes. We won't thrive
again until we, as individuals, get outside of our ever-
shrinking circle and show the world who we are, and
how we became better men through Masonry. We
won'’t convince people by telling them, only by allowing
them to see what we have gained through our labors, as
we work beside them to improve the world outside our
circle.

Sometimes it is a Brother who
is experiencing a temporary financial difficulty, some-
times it is a Brother on a fixed income who cannot af-
ford his dues any longer. Last year, several older
Brothers who have been long time Masons and would
have been dropped were kept on the rolls because of
the generous contributions of their Brother Masons.
