This book is honey-combed with pages full of de-
tailed descriptions about the step by step process of self 
development.  For those who enjoy Egyptian studies, 
you’ll find that this book presents a feeling of being in 
Egypt in Ancient times, as you read the book straight 
through!  It’s an odyssey of shaping ones life through 
personal growth and reflection, a perfect example of the 
mystery traditions and their teachings and how relative 
they are to the mason. 

This book is structured much like the previous books 
I’ve recommended, in a systematic way.  To me these 
kinds of books are great because you have the opportu-
nity to refer back to it anytime you want, in order to ab-
sorb its somewhat over-whelming content.  Also, you 
can use it as another comparative text in your own stud-
ies of philosophy. 

Timelessness is a subject of inquiry; no wonder one 
gets the sense of being in Ancient Egypt.  It’s kind of like 
going on a spiritual flight within the creation of imagina-
tion.  You feel like you’re actually in the book somehow, 
as if her experiences are also yours, they’re not, but the 
reading is and that makes the experience yours! 

Sharing is the subject that deserves that notion. Re-
alizing the relation of self to All in a universal under-
standing which is infinite love. These ideas coincide with 
those of the Masonic philosophy, that’s why these kinds 
of books are so great, they promote one to freely think 
for themselves and to figure things out as one grows 
and goes on his or her’s journey. 

Eventually abandoning the self to seek a more 
proper harmony and balance!

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While traveling on busi-
ness, I was able to take 
the opportunity to tour the 

Indianapolis Scottish Rite Cathedral . It was highlight 
of my trip! When I take business trips I check to see of 
there are any Lodges that are meeting close to where I 
am staying. No Lodge was meeting, but the Scottish 
Rite Cathedral was open for tours. When I called them, 
I was offered a personal tour. You can’t pass those 
types of offers up! The Cathedral is located at 650 N. 
Meridian St. Indianapolis. This is just six blocks from the 
center of downtown. 

 The Cathedral’s construction was started in 1927 
and finished in September 1929, one month before the 
Stock Market crashed. It is on the National Register of 
Historic Places and the building’s condition is excellent! 

 The Architect was Ill. George Frederick Henry 
Schreiber . Brother Schreiber was born February 16, 
1879. He was raised a Master Mason in 1907, joined 
the Scottish Rite in 1907, and was crowned with the 33° 
in 1949. He died November 8, 1950 and his funeral was 
held in the auditorium of the Cathedral. 

 Everything about the Cathedral is based on the 
number 33 and Masonic Symbolism. For example, the 
Tiler’s Room (the east entrance to the Cathedral) is a 
cube 33 feet in width, depth and height. The support 
columns of the Cathedral are all spaced 16½ feet apart. 
It was built in the German Gothic style and is reminis-
cent of the Cologne Cathedral. 

 The most beautiful rooms in the building are the 
Auditorium and Ballroom. The Auditorium is the center 
of Scottish Rite ritual work, stage plays and other enter-

tainment. The Auditorium is 99 feet square, 45 feet high, 
and 175 feet from the rear of the stage to the back of 
the fourth floor balcony. The arena is 33 feet square and 
15 inches below the stage. It seats 1,100 persons and 
another 200 can be seated on chairs in the arena. 

 The Ballroom is 99 feet square and 45 feet high. 
The parquet floor is made of quarter-sawed white oak in 
block parquetry design, divided in panels of 33 inches 
square with three inch black walnut strips running in 
each direction. They are inlaid on their sides over a sys-
tem of springs and thick deadening felt paper, which 
gives the floor a resiliency to pressure. 

 One fact about the construction I found fascinating 
was that the belt course of the building’s foundation was 
made from Cold Springs Minnesota granite! The strang-
est, was that in one of the art glass windows in the Ball-
room Mezzanine there are depicted two knights, a 
Knight Templar and a Papal Guard. Both are designed 
so that their eyes and toes appear to follow visitors as 
they walk across the room. The windows above the 
West Entrance between the first and second floors are 
called the Blue Lodge Windows and in them, are all the 
symbols of the first three degrees.  

My tour took about 1 hour and 20 minutes. It was 
fascinating, and I really enjoyed myself. Afterwards I 
had lunch in the cafeteria. This is located on the Mezza-
nine level over the Banquet Hall. The food was good 
and a good value for your money.

As this summer comes to a close, we want to remind 
everybody that uses the building TO TURN OFF ALL LIGHTS 
AND FANS BEFORE LOCKING UP.  This summer we have 
received TOO many reports of groups leaving these on 
when they left. 

As we all anticipate winter and the increasing heating 
cost, the Temple Association is already working to man-
age our energy costs.  We need everyone’s help in this 
area.  We will be sending out details on ways to help 
conserve energy this winter. 

On Saturday, September 27th, we will be hosting a 
Masonic Center Fall Cleaning Day.  We will be doing a 
building wide clean-up to have the building ready as we 
start our fall schedule.  Please bring your bucket and 
rags to help out.  We will have milk, juice, coffee and 
donuts at 8:30.  We will finish up by noon. 

As stated in WM Mike ’s From the East column, we 
will be purchasing an Automatic External Defibrillator 
(AED).  An AED is a portable electronic device that 
automatically diagnoses potentially life threatening car-
diac conditions, a heart attack.  If one of these condi-
tions is detected, the AED can talk someone through the 
process of applying the leads and shocking the heart to 
reestablish a normal rhythm. 

Before this device is installed, we must have several 
people trained in its proper use.  We are requesting the 
officers and advisors of all our bodies to be trained so 
we can help someone if (when) the need arises. 

In addition to the AED training, we may also have 
some CPR and Basic First Aid training.  Again, please 
contact WM Mike (mikef@compasslodge.org) to sign up 
for this training. 

Don’t forget to contact WB Pat Norrie  if you or your 
group need to use the building.  Please check the calen-
dar posted near the Preparation Room before calling
