For those of you who may not know, I am a BIG 

NERD.  I decided that we would dedicate part of the 
wall in the “man cave” and home theater to Indy.  I went 
on eBay and got a bullwhip to decorate the wall, with 
Indy’s equipment bag and a fedora. 

Whips are cool. 
They’re made of many long 
plaits of leather, each exactly 
cut into a precise shape, woven 
together into really magnificent 
tool.  Each plait is impressive, 
perfectly overlapping with its 
mates to form the overall whip. 

Ever try to crack a 10 foot 
bullwhip? 
It’s hard.  It’s hard because you want to try too hard. 

It’s perfectly natural to try to crank that thing as hard 
as possible and then snap it—expecting a magnificent 
“crack!” at the end (and then have all your friends show 
up out of the blue and carry you around on their shoul-
ders chanting something about how cool you are). 

If you try too hard, what you get is the end of that 
thing coming back and hitting you in the tender parts, 
the back of your leg, your neck, et cetera.   

I still can’t do it consistently, but I have learned that 
the key to cracking a whip satisfactorily is to allow the 
whip to crack itself.  You have to just put the material in 
motion, and then let it run its course.

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Editor’s Note:  
The cracking sound a bullwhip makes when properly 
wielded is, in fact, a small sonic boom. 
The whip was the first human invention to break the 
sound barrier.  A bullwhip tapers down from the handle 
section to the cracker. The cracker has much less mass 
than the handle section. When the whip is sharply 
swung, the energy is transferred down the length of the 
tapering whip. In accordance with the formula for kinetic 
energy (Ek = mv2 / 2), the velocity of the whip increases 
with the decrease in mass, which is how the whip 
reaches the speed of sound and causes a sonic boom.

Greetings to all Brothers: 
As the year draws to a 
close I am beginning to 

prepare the annual report, which I must submit to Grand 
Lodge in January.  I will provide a summary of that report 
in the next issue of the Trestleboard.  Periodically I break 
down our membership by age, and the table below 
shows how we currently stand.  As the table shows, we 
have a large number of Brothers over the age of 70.  As 
of this writing, we have 396 members on the rolls; ten 
years ago we had 549 members on the rolls. 

TRUSTEES:  The Trustees will be meeting after in-
stallation.  I am proposing that the following items be 
addressed: 

1) Move the Lodge investments from our current 
fund manager to the Grand Lodge fund.  The Trustees 
have been monitoring the performance and service of 
our current fund manager, and we are generally unim-
pressed.  Our return has been average, and on a par 
with what the Grand Lodge is producing.  The service, 
however, leaves much to be desired.  Our local repre-
sentative has been unresponsive to our needs, and the 
fund manager in Rhode Island has been difficult to deal 
with.  Simple transfers of funds take an excessive and 
unnecessary amount of time and effort. 

2) Develop and implement a capital endowment pro-
gram, focusing on fundraisers, pre-paid dues, and be-
quests. 

3) Develop a long range financial plan for the Lodge. 
 As the membership information above shows, the 

Grand Architect of the Universe will be calling a signifi-
cant number of our members to the Celestial Lodge in 
the coming years.  While the number of new members 
joining our lodge is on the rise, I foresee a net loss in 
membership for some time yet.  It is prudent that the 
lodge ensure its financial health until our membership 
numbers stabilize and grow.  The officers and Trustees 
have worked hard these last few years to control ex-
penses so that dues increases are kept to a minimum, 
but I believe that we need to be proactive to ensure that 
Compass Lodge will be around to celebrate its bi-
centennial.  I will keep all posted on further develop-
ments.

The Re-Lighting 
This past Fall, my father 
(our Brother Al Bradbury ) 

was cleaning out his shed and happened upon the fam-
ily Coleman Lantern. It was still in the original box. It 
had been used a little bit, but had been sitting, in that 
box, in that shed, for about 35+ years . Since my wife, 
son and I do a bit of camping, he called and asked if I 
wanted it. Of course I said “Sure!” He dropped it off at 
my house a few days later. 

A week or so passed before I had the time to see 
just what I was about to get into. I had been given and 
rebuilt the family Coleman Compact Camp Stove about 
13 years ago, (my how the time just flies by!) and knew 
I would need to clean it and replace a couple of impor-
tant, but inexpensive parts, just because of age. 

What I pulled out of that original box was, a Beauti-
ful, Classically Styled, Very Clean, 40 year old 
(manufacture date of December 1968) Model 228F195 
Lantern, with just about a full tank of 35+ year old gas 
sloshing around in it! The gas cap was a little difficult to 
get off, because there was a ton of varnish on the in-
side. There was varnish at the bottom of the tank too. 
This was going to be a complete tear down and rebuild. 
Still, I only had to replace 4 parts. The gas cap, check 
valve, pump and generator. I don’t count Mantles. 
They’re regularly replaced. I also touched up the few 
scratches with some paint. 

Now, what does this all have to do with Masonry? 
Let’s continue with the story. 

First, I cleaned the Tank or Fount as best I could, 
inside and out. Sprayed on a little paint and put a little 
car wax to it. Looked pretty good for a RANK AMATEUR! 

Next, I inspected and cleaned the Fuel/Air Tube. 
This was just caked with varnish! The only real way to 
clean this part is with steel wool. The rest of the parts 
were very clean, although the mixture tubes had some 
dead bugs in them. They came out easily. I put some 
glass cleaner to the Ventilator and globe and it was 
ready for re-assembly! 

The hardest part of the re-assembly was tightening 
down of the Fuel/Air Tube and Valve assembly. I 
needed some help from my wife Donna . It wasn’t easy. 
One person is trying to hold the round fount with noth-
ing to get a grip onto, while the other person is screwing 
the assembly in, and really cranking on it. But, we got it 
accomplished. Thanks Sweetie! The rest went together 
smoothly. Finally, it was ready to be lit after all these 
years. 

Wow! What a Beautiful Sight! 
Kind of like a re-birth! That lantern is now 
ready to light the way on many a new 
camping adventure for the family. 
Now, here’s my analogy with Masonry. 
You’re getting this news letter because 
you are a Mason . A Brother of Compass
